Today’s Music
Our Anthem this morning, “Precious Lord, Take My Hand” was written by Thomas
A. Dorsey in 1932, after the composer’s wife died suddenly. He is sometimes
called the “father of Black Gospel music,” because he was a blues musician from
the South who had moved to Chicago and found the Lord. Here in his own words
is part of the story.

“On the following Saturday evening (after his wife’s death) a friend took me to a
neighborhood music school. It was quiet; the late evening sun crept through the
curtained windows. | sat down at the piano, and my hands began to browse over
the keys. Something happened to me then. | felt at peace. | felt as though | could
reach out and touch God. | found myself playing a melody, once into my head
they just seemed to fall into place: Precious Lord, take my hand, lead me on, let
me stand! The Lord gave me these words and melody, He also healed my spirit. |
learned that when we are in our deepest grief, when we feel farthest from God, this
is when He is closest, and when we are most open to His restoring power. And so |
go on living for God willingly and joyfully, until that day comes when He will take me
and gently lead me home.”

The song was made even more significant when Mahalia Jackson sang it at Martin
Luther King Jr's memorial service. Today’s choral arrangement by Arnold Sevier is
an eight-part arrangement that has “bluesy gospel” harmonies while maintaining a
traditional choral sound.
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
