This Week’s Music

Today’s communion music is a wonderful example of God-given 
creativity in worship.  ‘’Deep River” is an African-American Spiritual 
that first became popularized to a wider audience by the Fisk Jubilee 
Singers in the 1870’s. The words indicate “My home is over Jordan,” and 
speak spiritually of heaven, where “all is peace.”   The accompaniment 
is arranged by prolific contemporary church composer Mark Hayes. 
However, the arrangement of the melody is by Mac Jones, who today is 
playing the baritone saxophone, the lowest member of the saxophone 
family.
