Today’s Music

Randall Thompson (1899-1984) is the founder of serious choral music
in modern America. He helped college choirs move away from the “glee
club” model towards more substantial compositions, and is one of the
most performed choral composers in American history. “Alleluia” was
commissioned by the Boston Symphony and Serge Koussivitsky for the
opening of the Tanglewood Festival in 1940. It was written in a flurry

in a few days, and remains a staple in church and school choirs for its
power, beauty, and straightforward setting of the ancient word-"Praise
the Lord.” The mood changes several times, but the word doesn’t.
