Today’s Music

Today’s hymn setting of Edward Perronet’s “All Hail the Power of Jesus’
Name” is not the most popular in many churches, but is nonetheless a
sturdy and vigorous setting of the text. Written by James Ellor in 1838 for
a Methodist gathering in England, this hymn tune requires enthusiastic
singing on the part of the congregation, especially in the chorus, when
the women and men sing differing notes and rhythms.

The women of the Chancel choir are singing a beautiful and reflective
setting of well-known words of St. Richard of Chichester (c.1197-1253).
“Day by day, dear Lord of thee three things | pray: To see thee more
clearly, love thee more dearly, follow thee more nearly, day by day.”

Used also by Stephen Schwartz in his Broadway musical Godspell,
these very old words encourage us to encounter Christ in a personal way
every day so that we may become more like Him. The musical setting by
English composer/organist Martin How (b. 1931) matches the simplicity
of the text while allowing the women to branch off occasionally in three-
part harmony.
