Today’s Music
 

Charles Villiers Stanford (1852-1924) is one of the most influential British 
composers of whom you may have never heard. Born in Dublin, he became 
professor of composition at the Royal College of Music and later professor 
of music at Cambridge University.  He was one of the central figures in the 
renaissance of English choral music in the late 19th and early 20th centuries, 
and was also the teacher of several other important composers, including 
Ralph Vaughan Williams, Gustav Holst, and many others. Simply put, his 
music is beautiful, and he wrote much choral music for the church throughout 
his lifetime, including today’s setting of the Magnificat.
