Today’s Music 
 
Today’s Anthem, Prelude and Postlude are by the English composer 
Henry Purcell. (1659-1695)  Although Purcell incorporated Italian and 
French stylistic elements into his compositions, his legacy was a uniquely 
English form of Baroque music. He is generally considered to be one of 
the greatest English composers; no other native-born English composer 
approached his fame until Edward Elgar in the early 1900’s. Purcell is said 
to have been composing at nine years old, but the earliest work that can 
be certainly identified as his is an ode for the King’s birthday, written in 
1670. Purcell died in 1695 at his home in Dean’s Yard, Westminster, at 
the height of his career. He is believed to have been 35 or 36 years old at 
the time.  Purcell is buried adjacent to the organ in Westminster Abbey. 
The music that he had earlier composed for Queen Mary’s funeral was 
performed during his as well. Purcell was universally mourned as ‘a very 
great master of music.’  Following his death, the officials at Westminster 
honoured him by unanimously voting that he be buried with no expense in 
the north aisle of the Abbey.
