Today’s Music

“The Holy City” by Stephen Adams (his real name was Michael Maybrick)

is one of the most enduring sacred solos in the last 100 years. Maybrick
(1841-1913) was born in Liverpool, England, and studied organ and
composition. He later became a well-known classical baritone. However, his
real fame came from writing and performing popular songs, and many of the
lyrics were set by his friend F.E. Weatherly, who some credit with penning
the words to ‘Danny Boy.” Adams/Weatherly’s “Holy City” is dramatic,

and tells a dream-like story of Jerusalem-in the past, at the time of the
crucifixion, and the “New Jerusalem” when Christ comes to reign.
