Today’s Music

Today’s special music emphasizes the faith of mothers. The men will sing
an arrangement of the old Welsh folk tune “Ar hyd y nos,” (All Through
the Night). The tune was first published in 1784, though it probably ex-
isted long before that. The words are by Sir Harold Boulton (1859-1935),
an English businessman and songwriter who was once head of the Roy-
al Academy of Music. He helped collect and preserve folk songs, and his
original words to this tune are a prayer assuring children that God and
their parents will protect them “all through the night”.

“My Mother’s Faith,” written by contemporary songwriter Kasia Livings-
ton, is a “folksy” song that was recorded by Cynthia Clawson. The song
is a reflection of a grown daughter on the many ways her mother showed
her faith and love over a lifetime.
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
