Unlike Brahms’ earlier piano works, Opus 118 is introspective in 
character.  Dedicated to Clara Schumann (wife of his mentor, Robert 
Schumann), these works are thoughtful character studies.  Composed 
in 1893, they are among the last of his works for solo piano and his pen-
ultimate published work.  On this first celebration of All Saints’/All Souls’ 
Day, it is fitting to present an autumnal work that emits a sure, steady, 
personal glow.
