 Today’s Music

“Ave Verum Corpus” of Mozart is considered one of the most beauti-
ful church compositions of all time, and was written in the last year 
of Mozart’s life (1791). Mozart’s wife Constanze was ill and had re-
treated to a spa in Baden, a suburb of Vienna. The choirmaster of the 
church asked Mozart to write something for the local church choir 
there, and he obliged. The result is a composition that is simple (com-
pared to his other choral works), yet so lovely and fitting for the words 
(see translation).
