When most of us hear the song “Kumbaya,” we think of our child-
hood at summer camp or youth groups, or perhaps we think of the 
song in a mocking way. Though a Rev. Marvin Frey copyrighted the 
song in 1936, many ethnomusicologists trace the song to the Gullah 
dialect of the Creole people living on the Sea Islands off the coast of 
South Carolina and Georgia. “Come By Here” is the most common 
translation, and that is the meaning the arranger (Paul Sjolund) uses 
in today’s anthem arrangement. The choir opens with an a cappella 
statement—asking God to “Come by Here.”  Over time the anthem 
builds in volume and intensity, only to return at the end to the quiet 
meditation, asking God to be with us-when we pray, when we cry, 
and when we praise.
